Role play: attempt to provide full responses to the prompts.
Conversation: discuss your chosen sub-sub-theme in Part 1. For Part 2, choose one of the 
bullet points from box (a). However, if your chosen sub-sub-theme for Part 1 comes from the 
same theme, you must choose one of the bullet points from box (b). Attempt to provide extended 
responses and opinions where appropriate. You are expected to start the conversation in Part 1.  
Do not write on the test booklet.
